
Transfer applications to the Roy and Diana Vagelos Program in Life Sciences & Management will only be considered after completion of at least eight course units at Penn, at the end of the freshman year.
Applicants must submit the following materials to the Life Sciences & Management Program:

· The LSM Application (see below);
· The Personal Essay;
· A Resume;
· Two letters of recommendation, at least one of which must be from a Penn faculty member.  Please note that recommendations should be emailed to stokespm@upenn.edu along with your signed Confidentiality Agreement.
ALL application materials must be submitted no later than 5 PM on Wednesday May 15th. Please email your application materials as a single pdf file to Peter Stokes at stokespm@upenn.edu.
Letters of Recommendation should be sent separately to Peter from an official email address. Remember to ask your recommender to include your signed confidentiality agreement with their letter.
The LSM Committee will review your application, and you will be notified over the summer if you have been admitted to the program. If you would like to be considered for a standard uncoordinated dual-degree between the College and Wharton, in case of denial from LSM, you’ll need to apply for that separately. Information for applying to those programs can be found here: College and Wharton. 
Interview

Some applicants will be invited to interviews conducted with the LSM Faculty Co-Directors. These meetings will be virtual and will be scheduled some time after the application deadline. If you are likely to be unavailable for a virtual meeting between mid-May and mid-June, please try to let us know in advance.
Academic Requirements

To be eligible, transfer applicants are required to have completed, or have equivalent credit or waiver for, by the end of spring semester of freshman year:

· ECON 0100 and ECON o200 (current College students) or BEPP 1000 (current Wharton students)
· MATH 1400
· At least one semester of science coursework, preferably (though not necessarily) BIOL 1121 if you’re intending Biology or Neuroscience as a major. (Other biology, chemistry, or physics coursework is fine, especially, though not only, if you’re intending a different major.)
Students must also have a minimum GPA of 3.6 to be considered.
